Honors Housing for Continuing Students
 Frequently Asked Questions

Why live in honors housing?
Continuing students are encouraged to reside in honors housing. Honors housing gives you a built-in community with honors students in some of the most centrally located spaces on each campus.

What honors housing options are available?
Honors housing is available on all four campuses. Housing includes room configurations in singles, doubles, suites, and apartments.

Who is eligible to apply for honors housing?
Honors College, School of Environmental and Biological Science (SEBS) Honors Program, School of Arts and Sciences (SAS) Honors Program, and Engineering Honors Academy students who are in good academic and judicial standing are eligible to apply for honors housing. Students may room with other honors students regardless of which honors community they belong to. Honors housing is restricted to honors students.

Can I apply to live in DRC and Honors Housing?
Yes, but if you are selected for DRC housing, you will automatically be assigned to a DRC living space and cannot apply for or select an assignment in the honors housing process. Honors DRC housing is available in Jameson H. Your acceptance to DRC housing would supersede any subsequent applications and waive your participation in any future lottery process (e.g. the honors lottery or general lottery). How many of my roommates need to fill out the housing application?
Every roommate needs to apply for housing and input the names and RUID numbers of all their prospective roommates.

What steps do I follow to obtain honors housing?
· Apply for a housing selection number and select the Honors Housing option.
· Complete the housing application by selecting the housing option(s) (e.g., double, suite, apartment) you are interested in and listing your desired roommate(s). 
· All apartment/suite-mates need to be in agreement regarding gender-neutral/co-ed housing.  To confirm a gender-neutral/co-ed housing option, email housing at oncampus@rutgers.edu.

· You can apply for more than one option.  Be sure to plan for alternate housing options in the case that your first plan doesn’t work out.

Does applying for a selection number lock me into a housing contract?
You must apply for a selection number in order to be eligible for on-campus housing. Your contract is not finalized until you select an actual room assignment. It is better to apply for a selection number even if you are unsure about living on campus next year. 

Who makes the final decision between housing options?
Once housing selection numbers are released, any roommate can make the final decision to select a housing option, but that decision will apply to all their roommates and will be final.  Only one roommate needs to submit the final decision. Make sure you discuss your options and come to an agreement before anyone of your roommates makes the final selection.

You should apply for housing through the general selection process, as your selection number will carry over. Please note that students cannot return to an honors community once they have chosen to participate in the general lottery. If you applied for a single and did not get it, you will be added to an honors singles waitlist.
